Welcome to Lafayette Christian School’s Celebration of Faith! It’s exciting to have you with
us this evening as we rejoice in the efforts of parents, grandparents, teachers, and so many
supporters who work together to further expand God’s kingdom through Christian educa-
tion.

We currently enroll 200 students (preschool through eighth grade) from 50 different
churches within the Greater Lafayette area. Our kindergarten and first grade are maxed out
with 32 energetic kindergarteners and 24 first graders. These young students represent a
large number of new families who are excited about Christian Education. It is a blessing to
see many of these new parents taking active roles in the total educational process.

Our school offers quality liberal arts education that includes band, choir, drama, art, French,
computer training, athletics, home economics, and educational field trips. Within the frame-
work of a caring, Christian community, and the support of every family, we do our best to
help each student become a feeling, thinking, believing person who recognizes the lordship
of God, the saving work of Christ, and desires to be of service to the community, the church,
and His world.

This year’s ISTEP+ results were very gratifying. 100% of our 6th graders passed both sections
(language arts and math) of the test. As a whole our scores were the highest of any school in
Tippecanoe County. Each year a very high percentage of our eighth graders are invited to en-
roll into honors classes in area high schools.

This year’s school theme is Growing God’s Way. It is based on II Peter 3:18 where Peter
urges his readers to “grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.”
Our goal is to help each student grow academically, physically and spiritually.

The Celebration of Faith is a wonderful way for you to participate in building the future of
the school. We hope you enjoy the fellowship, good food, wonderful environment, and fun.
